SPONTANEITY IN WORSHIP

-1 Corinthians 14:26-33, 40

Question 1) WHY BE SPONTANEOUS?


-it is Biblical

Question 2) WHY SHOULD WE BE SPONTANEOUS?


-it allows God to speak



-give Him area for Him to speak something where we might not have planned


-We are Spirit lead when both spontaneous and planned. Planning is important, but with the ability to be flexible and spontaneous



-God helps us prepare



-God might move us in an unexpected direction (with sense of hearing the Spirit)


-it involves the body



-God will use different members of the body to edify and bless all

I. PLANNING TO BE SPONTANEOUS

think about how to gather people when you are already 10 steps ahead of them (people fighting with their kids on the way to church)


1) Ask God to help choose the right songs.



-God has specific ideas and songs for each time



(the Holy Spirit is the Worship leader and we are the lead worshipper)



-sense of progretion, going on a journey


2) What will God be doing during these songs?



-are there specific parts of songs God will emphasize which will inform where to go next



-it may not be a song list but a route (different ways to get there)


3) Leave time for spontaneity.

HOW TO PREPARE TO BE SPONTANEOUS WITH A BAND?

1) Work with a band to build a repetuoa of songs you can do without loosing everything.

2) Leave space at the end of some songs for things to happen. (let the music keep flowing)


-this is the foundation for something spontaneous to happen


-also gives the lead worshipper a valuable 15-20 seconds to figure out what to do next without the aukward silence



-silence should be intentional rather than when you have no idead what to do.

3) Hand signals working with the band for communication.

4) Keep eyes open.


-this helps to see what's going on with the congregation


-also helps the band stay together in order to lead, as a band, other in worship.

5) You can rehearse flexibility.


-prepare to be able to repeat certain lines or sections


-to be done by the prompting of the Spirit!!!

You are leading worship as a band, not just as a person with a band backign you up!
SPONTANEITY WITH A CONGREGATION

Encourage the congregation to be spontaneous. Encourage them to sing out or pray out something ...

It can help the people to be able to sing or pray out what is on their hearts at the moment. 

Encourage them to -consider something... in response to what has been going on.



     -give thanks...



     -pray out...

HOW DO YOU KNOW WHEN YOU ARE BEING LEAD AS A LEAD WORSHIPPER IN A CERTAIN DIRECTION?


-I don't know. However, it might help to change your prayer from being, "God is this right?" to "God stop me if I'm wrong."



if you pray beforehand for God to lead you, then you should believe that He will do that. It doesn't mean everything idea in your head

is right, but you should walk by faith.

HOW TO HANDLE SPONTANEITY

-timing is important


-not just what God wants to share but also in what timing


-we should see God first, then share things on our heart



-we should establish God first before our needs or ...



-WORSHIP IS ABOUT GOD ANYWAYS



-contributions are always better when we have already met God!


-maybe summarize things before going back into a song.

-handling prophecy


-some might be quite directive and heavy and substantial


-some are maybe slightly unscriptural or off a bit



-summarize and slightly correct


-most are hopefully good and don't need summarizing

SUMMARY

We want to improve our musical skill and all but not at the cost of not being able to follow the Spirit when He wants to take us in a different direction.
